Self-guided Visit to the Exhibition Charles II: Art & Power

The Queen’s Gallery, Buckingham Palace, London SW1A 1AA

Monday, 26 March 2018 at 11am

Charles I is the most important collector of art of any monarch in British history.  He bought the best old paintings and commissioned the best contemporary artists notably Anthony van Dyck.  Almost all of the collection – 1500 paintings and 500 sculptures – were subsequently sold under the period of Cromwellian rule and scattered throughout Europe.  The Restoration of the monarchy under Charles II saw a good part of it reassembled and it is part of this we will see exhibited on our visit.  Charles II spent a lot of money recreating the royal art collection which served not only as decoration for the royal apartments but also as a means of glorifying the restored monarchy and reinforcing his position as the rightful king. In fact the Royal Collection as we know it starts with his reign.

Our visit will be self-guided and audio guides are included.  You may want to allow up to an hour to an hour and a half and there are seats available.  From John Michael Wright’s monumental portrait of Charles II in his coronation robes to old masters (Titian, Veronese, Lorenzo Lotto), tapestries and spectacular silver-gilt furniture the exhibition shows the rich material world of Charles II’s court and the role of the arts in the re-establishment of the Stuart monarchy. Not to be missed is the magnificent jewel embellished silver gilt table salt by Johann Hass presented to the King for his coronation.  Also, the da Vinci study of a spray of oak leaves and acorns. Charles adopted the Royal Oak as his emblem and it features on many salvers and ceramics.
If you are able to,  do try and read up online as there is so much background information it will make the visit so much more interesting.
